The Currency Commission

What do travellers do with their travel money after they return from vacation?  No one is going to throw money away, but that's what actually happened to billions of dollars!

Starting in 1999 many countries belonging to the European Union adopted the euro. Financial institutions in these countries and around the world allowed the exchange of old domestic currency into euros, however this redemption period has long since passed.  

Now, if someone attempted to exchange German deutsche marks into euros or dollars, the bank would simply say "no".

There is the equivalent of billions of dollars of these non-legal tender banknotes in the desks, sock drawers and wallets of millions of vacationers.  

The Currency Commission is able to solve this problem. Its mandate is to facilitate the conversion of old, expired banknotes and it currently redeems banknotes into euros, Canadian or US dollars.

Other currencies may be added if the need should arise.  All of this takes place through the Commission’s website. 

People simply sign-up and enter the face value of any banknotes The Currency Commission accepts.

Upon receipt of old banknotes, The Currency Commission then validates the currency to ensure authenticity and will then issue funds to the recipient in the currency of their choice.

The Falkland Islands

It is 200 years since the birth of one of the most influential scientists and researchers, 150 years since the publication of his famous book ‘The Origin of Species’, and the release later this year of ‘Creation’ – a movie based on Darwin’s life.

Darwin on East Falkland is named after the naturalist, and where Darwin spent much of his time while in the Falklands. Its waterfront setting makes it a location for watching wildlife such as night herons, ruddy-headed and upland geese, and blackish oystercatchers. 

With over 770 islands in the Falklands archipelago, there’s abundant marine and birdlife; elephants seals, sea lions, rare birds of prey, black browed albatross and five different breeds of around 770,000 penguins live on the islands.

The best time to visit the Islands and experience the local culture and wildlife is October to April. The average summer temperature (December to March) is 15º Celsius (59º Fahrenheit) and the Falklands has more sunshine hours than the UK.
