No shark feeding takes place; the tour is solely a viewing adventure. Shark species that travel Florida Keys waters include bull, nurse, lemon, blacktip and hammerhead. It’s even possible to view tiger sharks at certain times of the year. Sea turtles, dolphins and a wide variety of bird life also can be viewed on the tours.

A portion of the proceeds from Key West Extreme Adventures’ tours benefit shark and marine life research and conservation through the Guy Harvey Ocean Foundation and Guy Harvey Research Institute.

· AllWays care  : will focus on travel opportunities where there is an emphasis on social, environmental and economic responsibility. 
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
