Fort Niagara, New York State

Established by the French in 1726, the history of Fort Niagara spans almost three centuries and is the  Niagara region’s most popular historic site with 100,000 visitors each year. 

At the site, visitors experience life in the 18th and early 19th centuries through a series of daily programs and special events. 

The Fort features the oldest buildings in the Great Lakes Basin as well as unique earthen fortifications laid out more than 250 years ago. 

During the colonial wars, the French & Indian War and the War of 1812, Fort Niagara controlled access to the Great Lakes and the westward route from its position at the mouth of the Niagara River. With the completion of the Erie Canal in 1825, the strategic value diminished, but it nonetheless remained an active military post. 

Fort Niagara’s last armed conflict was the War of 1812 and afterwards served as a peaceful border post. It later became a barracks and training station for American soldiers during both World Wars. The last army units withdrew in 1963.

During the late 1920s and early 1930as, Fort Niagara was rescued from certain ruin and was restored as a historic site. 

Today it is operated by the Old Fort Niagara Association, Inc., a not-for-profit organization, in cooperation with the New York State Office of Parks, Recreation and Historic Preservation and offers a wide array of educational programming preserving the region’s colonial architectural heritage. 

The latest attraction at the Fort will be the 18th Century portrait of General Eyre Massey, 1st Baron Clarina, which was purchased in auction at Christie’s in London.

Massey played a significant role in the history of the Fort during French and Indian War, known as the Seven Years War in England. 

As Lieutenant Colonel of the 46th Regiment of Foot, Massey was a senior officer at the siege of the French-held Fort Niagara and successfully blocked an assault by the French as they entered a clearing called La Belle Famille.
