British behaviour abroad

The UK Foreign & Commonwealth Office has released its annual British Behaviour Abroad report, which shows that Britons are still getting into preventable problems abroad. 

Based on cases reported to FCO staff around the world between April 2009 and March 2010, the report shows high numbers of drink and drug related cases – 944 Brits were arrested for drug related offences last year, accounting for a seventh of all arrests of British Nationals around the globe.

FCO staff overseas also report continuing high numbers of road traffic accidents. 

In addition, staff report that they are frequently assisting elderly Britons who are being landed with extremely high treatment and repatriation bills, as a result of not declaring pre-existing health conditions when they purchase travel insurance. 

Separate FCO research2 also highlights a risky lack of preparation, leading to many of the preventable incidents reported to staff overseas. 

The survey found that Britons are spending an average GB£12.00 at the airport on magazines and sweets, which is more than double the cost of a standard single trip insurance policy, yet one in five (19%) are still travelling without travel insurance. 

Britons are also spending nearly twenty minutes longer cleaning their house before they go abroad (46 minutes), than they do researching the local laws and customs of where they are travelling to. 

The FCO is appealing to British Nationals travelling or going to live abroad to make some simple preparations before they go in order to minimise preventable problems.

The renowned glass artist Dale Chihuly is to bring part of his collection to downtown St. Petersburg, Florida from July 11th 2010.

The Museum of Fine Arts, also in downtown St. Pete, is highly respected throughout the southeastern United States and is best known for its collection of French Impressionist paintings.

And the new Salvador Dali Museum is to open in January 2011 and doubling the size of the former museum to showcase the city’s Dali’s priceless collection which, at 2,140 treasures, is the largest outside of Spain.

The Falklands, South Atlantic 

The Falklands comprises over 740 individual land masses 

Each island has its own character that includes wildlife, wilderness and white-sand beaches.

Getting around the islands is very easy with a regular light aircraft service (FIGAS) run by the Falkland Islands Government. Fares cost from £30 and daily schedules are announced the previous afternoon on local radio and email.

 

East Falkland 

East Falkland is the main access point for all the islands. Stanley, the capital city, is where the majority of the local population resides making it the best island to experience Falklands hospitality. 

One of the most popular day trips for visitors who come by cruise ship is to see the penguins at Bluff Cove where you can sample a traditional ‘smoko’, which is similar to an afternoon tea, at the Sea Cabbage Cafe.

West Falkland 

The island is the other ‘main island’  (pop 127) and just a short ferry crossing or flight from East Falkland. Only 127 people live on the island making is extremely peaceful!

Brown trout and mullet are abundant in waters easily accessible from Port Howard, Crooked Inlet Farm and over 2,000 lakes and ponds at Fox Bay.

Sea Lion Island 
On Sea Lion Island it’s the sheer abundance of wildlife in a small area that sets this island apart. Visitors to the five mile by one mile island can see nearly 50 types of bird species, sea lions, southern elephant seals and three resident orca pods. 

The island is the most southerly inhabited and the prime island for close-up wildlife encounters, just a 35-minute flight from Stanley.

 

Carcass Island 

Gulls, geese and Cobb’s wren have flourished on the island due to it being cat, rat and mouse free! 

This attractive island in the northwest of the archipelago is privately owned and visitors can stay in the main farmhouse from October to March. From Carcass take the boat to West Point Island where a large colony of black-browed albatross and rockhopper penguins resides.

 

Saunders Island 
Visitors can explore the 18th century outpost at Port Egmont and then enjoy a varied three-hour walk to the Neck - a narrow, sandy strip - where king, gentoo, rockhopper and Magellanic penguins can be seen. 

Spouting whales and dolphins can often be observed playing in the surf. 

There is self catering accommodation so visitors can take their time exploring this 30,000 acre island, an hours’ flight from Stanley.

 

Bleaker Island 

A 30-minute flight from Stanley brings visitors to the white sandy beached landmass – Bleaker Island. There is only one accommodation option, Cobb’s Cottage, which is offering full board from October.

 

Weddell Island 

Weddell is the archipelago’s third largest island and with only two official island caretakers, visitors will often be completely alone to enjoy the wildlife. 

 

Journey Latin America offers an eight-day itinerary visiting Darwin, Pebble and Sea Lion Islands and Stanley.
